Whereas we, along with other communities across the Adirondacks, are concerned about
such questions as whether we are going to be able to sustain winter tourism and
recreation opportunities as the climate warms, whether we will see changes in our natural
forest ecosystems and wildlife populations, whether our northern identity and related
quality of life characteristics will be impacted, and whether our infrastructure such as
clean water supplies, energy utilities, roads and bridges will suffer from increased climate
variability;

Whereas we recognize the magnitude of the problem will require complementary actions
by many governmental and non-governmental agencies;
